July 15 Speaking Grief Streaming Premiere Social Media Guide

The streaming premiere of the WPSU documentary Speaking Grief is Wednesday, July 15 at 8:00 p.m. EDT on Facebook @wpsugrief. 

Since the broadcast premiere in May 2020, Speaking Grief has aired on television stations across the United State and dozens of individuals and organizations have asked for more ways to engage with the film.

Speaking Grief is more than a documentary; it’s an initiative aimed at creating a more grief-aware society. We want to start a movement—and we want you to be part of the conversation! Immediately following the documentary, we’ll be bringing together some of the premiere grief experts throughout the country to talk about grief and answer YOUR questions! The chat will be moderated by Jana DeCristofaro, host of the podcast Grief Out Loud and include:

Let’s get better at grief—together! Here’s how you can help:  

a) Give us a signal boost! Use your social media accounts to like, share, retweet, and re-post the Speaking Grief Facebook Event.
a. Promote the Facebook Event to help us organize and direct interest in the upcoming livestream. https://www.facebook.com/events/2442027929166979/
b. Add a post on the event page to help us drive engagement and anticipation about the screening. For example: comment there as your page to let folks know why you’re excited about the upcoming stream. This builds event awareness while exposing your account to an audience of people interested in your work.
c. Use #SpeakingGrief #NYLFoundation from your Instagram and Twitter accounts. Add relevant Instagram posts to your story and retweet the relevant tweets.
d. Be sure to share the live event itself when it goes live on July 15!
b) Write your own post on Facebook, Instagram, and Twitter. (Sample Copy Below)
a. Be sure to share your post with the appropriate Facebook Groups that you are a part of.
b. Consider setting up a linktree for your Instagram’s profile link in order to help direct traffic on that platform to https://www.facebook.com/events/2442027929166979/
c) Tune-in to the Livestream and engage with other viewers in the Q&A. Not only will this expose the viewers to your own work and page, but this will help generate conversation in the comments, creating a safe space for sharing questions and experiences.
d) Cross-post the video after the livestream. You will also be able to cross-post the video natively to your Facebook account after our livestream (email aws6212@psu.edu to get set-up!).
e) Set up a Facebook Watch Party on your own page that will recreate the premiere experience, notifying your followers that a special event is happening and driving engagement on your page. 

Important request: When promoting the July 15 Event, we need you include some important tags: #SpeakingGrief #nylfoundation. We also ask that you tag the WPSU Grief accounts, @wpsugrief.. On Twitter, tag @WPSU. Not only will this help us to effectively track social media metrics, but we will also be able amplify your posts to our audiences.
